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Activities at a Glance (2020- 2021)
Formation of Bal Panchayat:  The organization has formed 7 new bal panchayat groupwithin the panchayat in order to make sure the child rights. This groups help to build the leadership skills within the children by conductingpolitical activities, election of balpanch, formation of groups, child bank, cultural clubs, sports club, library, etc. A total of 210 children are connected through this Bal Panchayat.
Formation of Adolescent groups:  Both male and female adolescent group formations have been done within the communities of seven villages of Ajaysar Panchayat of Ajmer district.  The aim of these groups are aware the upcoming daily life challenges, and how can overcome the challenges.  Apart from that awareness on multiple subjects like JeevanKaulshalyaYojana, adolescent health, health and care, pandemic, have been conducting within these groups.
Monthly Meetings: Conducted meetings in every month on child rights with children, Adolescents and parents in whichchild marriage, girl child education, health and child welfare were the discussion points. 
Trainings on Child Rights:  Multiple trainings were conducted on Child Rights. The trainings were included the following topics like Jeevan Kaushal yojana, Adolescent State, Leadership skills, Health and education.  These trainings helped the community to increase their knowledge on multiple topics. 
Liaison with local bodies:Meetings with different local bodiessuch as gram panchayat, community development and school development committees for ensuring the child right at the local level and community level have done. Build play ground for children at community and school level, community hall, Mid day meal system, welfare facilities, public toilet, clean drinking water etc. were the discussion points during the meeting. 
Bal Utsav: Every year we celebrate child and youth festival. The festival nourishes and identifies the talents of many children and youth. This year we celebrated child and youth festival on 14th November with the support of community.  Different kinds of activities and programs like drama, sports items, exhibitions, film show, cultural programs were conducted. These activities could help to influence and aware people on child rights. 
Education: In order to enroll the drop out students from school, multiple programs like community awareness, parents meeting, night meeting, street meeting, students-parents’ meetings, communication with political leaders etc. were done.
Apart from that, different educational activities like follow up of the enrolled drop out students, tuition for students, pre- exam preparations, evening classes, have been organizing.
